The activity room

•	 Water is visible and available at all times 
in the room.

•	 Water is given to the children when  
it is requested.

•	 The educator promotes water.

•	 Water breaks are planned throughout  
the day.

•	 Cups, glasses or bottles of water are 
available in a specific location*.

*   Allocating a special place to store bottles/cups helps reduce the risks of spills. For example, this may 
be a dedicated table in the room or the bottom shelf of the bookcase.

The water 
fountains:

•	 Small glasses are 
available to each child.

•	 Water is available on 
request and visible 
during mealtimes.

•	 At the end of mealtimes, 
those children that did 
not ask for water, are 
later offered some by 
their educators.

The lunch corner

•	 are cleaned several times a day (buttons 
and spouts) and the children are taught not 
to put their mouth on the spout.

•	 are highlighted with murals,  
signs or crafts.

•	 have a spout  
for filling bottles.

•	 are at a suitable height.

•	 offer fresh water.



•	 Water is available and 
visible outside.

•	 Water bottles are 
transported in a cooler 
when it’s hot outside.

•	 Water is offered at various 
times and on request.
